The Right to Information:

Transparency and accountability are the core values to be upheld by the the public authorities in their day to day life. The Union Government enacted  the Right to Information Act, 2005 to bring transparency, openness and accountability in the administrative process in each and every department. This Act came in to force on 12th October 2005.
Under the RTI Act Sec.5 (1) imposes a duty on the Public Authority to designate State Public Information Officers in all administrative units or offices as may be necessary to provide information to persons requesting for the information under this Act.
To comply with the above section Vaikunta Baliga  College of Law has designated the following authority in providing information on request of the applicant.
